30™ Senate District in New York County, on November 2, 2021.

President Umane designated Commissioner Shamoun as the Republican
Commissioner to serve as the other Republican Member of the Canvassing Board.
Secretary Pepe-Souvenir designated Commissioner Araujo as the other Democratic

Commissioner to serve as a Member of the Canvassing Board.

The Chief Clerk and Deputy Chief Clerk of Richmond County and their staff
have prepared and signed the Returns of Canvass for the November 2, 2021
General Election for Public Offices in Richmond County, in accordance with the
Board’s Policies and Procedures. The Returns have been provided electronically
to the Board of Canvassers for their review and approval since the meeting is
virtual. Mr. Bosco and Mr. Andriulli confirmed that the results presented are
accurate and correct, there are no discrepancies to report, and the audit of the poll

site and central count scanners required by Article 9 of the New York State
